[bookmark: _GoBack]The City of Colman Planning and Zoning Board meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm on October 13, 2014 at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Brad Schroeder, Ben Elhoff, Roger Broghammer, David Voelker, Mike Uhing, and Russ May.  Also present: Michael Hauglid - Finance Officer, Grant Groos – Maintenance Supervisor, and Mike Solum – Golf Supervisor. Also present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Jim McGuire, Ron Ahlers, Bev Jenner and Bernadette Lex.
Shed variance application from Kim Miles at 228 N Main was discussed.  Application is for a shed that would exceed the 30% of the maximum lot usage as required by the city’s ordinances.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to recommend the city council approve the variance application.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to adjourn planning and zoning board meeting at 6:07 pm.  Motion carried.
City council meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:08 pm.
The minutes from the September 8th regular city council meeting was presented.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Variance application for 228 N Main, with recommendation from the planning and zoning board, was presented.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to approve the application as presented.  Motion carried.
Payment Request #2 from H&W Contracting for the Water/Sewer Replacement Project – Phase II in the amount of $892,690.10 was reviewed. A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Voelker to approve Payment Request #2 as presented contingent upon DENR approval.  Motion carried.
Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Water/Sewer Project and Water Tower Project.  Burwitz discussed possibly holding off laying the top lift of asphalt until the spring.  Approaches for driveways will be taken care of before winter.  
The water tower was discussed, and going out for bids.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Broghammer to authorize the water tower bid date on November 6th at 11:00 am with the awarding being at the regular November 10th city council meeting.  Motion carried.
Jim McGuire’s property at the corner of HWY 34 and S Perry was discussed.  McGuire wants to haul dirt to raise the lot.  Drainage was an issue and was addressed by Clark Engineering by making ditches on the south and west sides of the property which will be maintained by McGuire.  The city will not be financially responsible for McGuire’s plan.
Financial report for September was presented.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Schroeder to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
Bills were presented.  Motion was made by Schroeder and seconded by Broghammer to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Nuisance properties were discussed.  The trailer house at 102 S Florence and also the trailer at 104 S Florence was discussed.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Broghammer to give the city attorney permission to proceed with declaring the trailers at 102 S Florence and 104 S Florence a nuisance and having both trailer houses removed. Motion carried.
