City of Colman Council Regular Meeting


     September 9, 2013
City of Colman council meeting was called to order by Council President Russ May at  6:00 pm on Monday, September 9th, 2013 at Colman City Hall.  Mayor Gloria Van Duyn was not present for some of the meeting due to a prior engagement.  Council members present: David Voelker, Bill Thompson, Bob Rolfson, Mike Uhing, Russ May, and Dan Doyle.  Also present: Finance Officer, Michael Hauglid, and Maintenance Supervisor, Grant Groos.  Those present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Billy Stitz representing the Colman A’s, Cathy Smallfield, and Bev Jenner.
The minutes from the August 12th regular meeting were presented.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Thompson to approve the August 12th minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
Dave Burtwitz was present to discuss the Water Meter Replacement Project and the Water/Sewer Replacement Project.  The Water Meter Replacement Project will be done by the end of the week.  The Water/Sewer Replacement project is going on as scheduled and should be done by November.  The water tower for Phase III was also discussed.
Payment Request #2 from Global Efficiencies, Inc. for the Water Meter Replacement Project in the amount of $52,390.38 was reviewed.   Motion was made by May and seconded by Doyle to approve Payment Request #2 as presented.  Motion carried.

Payment Request #1 from Cartensen Contracting, Inc. for the Water/Sewer Replacement Project in the amount of $202,498.00 was reviewed.  A motion was made by Thompson and seconded by Voelker to approve Payment Request #1 as presented.  Motion carried.
Clark Engineering Phase II contract was discussed.  Phase II would be replacing the water/sewer lines on North Crummer Ave. and North 2nd Street and North Allen Ave.  A motion was made by Doyle and seconded by Uhing to approve the contract as presented.  Motion carried.

The financial report for August was presented.  A motion was made by Doyle and seconded by Uhing to approve the financials as presented.  Motion carried.
USDA Rural Development has requested the City of Colman make automatic payments on the Lagoon loan the city has with them.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Voelker to make automatic payments with Rural Development, starting with the September payment.  Motion carried.
