City of Colman Council Special Meeting





April 21, 2014
The City of Colman Council Special Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria VanDuyn at 6:00 pm at Colman City Hall.  Council present: Ben Elhoff, Mike Uhing, David Voelker, Bill Thompson, & Russ May.  Dan Doyle was absent.  Also present, Finance Officer Michael Hauglid.  Those present for all or some of the meeting were: Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering, Bob Landis from Landis Ag, Brad Schroeder, and Bernadette Lex.

Bob Landis from Landis Ag discussed putting new culverts on property that is owned by the city near Landis Ag near HWY 34.  Trees would also be transplanted as well.  Landis has said he would trade his property at 116 NE 2nd, where the old Landis Ag building once was, to the city in exchange for the city’s property to install the culverts.  The city attorney will be contacted regarding the trade of properties.
The North 2nd Street water and sewer replacement project (Phase II) bids were discussed.  The bids were opened publicly at 11:00 AM on April 17th, 2014 at Colman City Hall.  The following bids were received with the bid completion date of October 3, 2014:

· H & W Contracting - $2,399,745.75

· Carstensen’s Contracting - $2,599,267.20

· Metro Construction - $3,147,588.15

Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering discussed the bids.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Thompson to award H & W Contracting the North 2nd Street Water/Sewer Project at their bid of $2,399,745.75 contingent upon DENR’s review and approval.  Motion carried.

The new water tower for Phase III was also discussed.

A motion to adjourn at 6:27 pm was made by Elhoff and seconded by Uhing.  Motion carried.
