S HGT 02 Lot 2 Block 2 Southern Heights Addition, Parcel No 22.10.02.02, Richard Ellens.  Reason for appealing: over assessed with due to a unfinished basement.  Discussion was held.  Due to not having an official form or knowing what the owner wanted the property assessed at, the board looked at other properties in the neighborhood and determined that the county’s assessment is correct.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Schroeder to reject Mr. Ellens’ request.  Motion carried.
