City of Colman Regular Council Meeting





April 14, 2014
The City of Colman Regular Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Gloria Van Duyn at 6:00 pm.  Council Present: Dan Doyle, David Voelker, Bill Thompson, Russ May, Mike Uhing.  Ben Elhoff was absent.  Also present: Michael Hauglid, Finance Officer, and Grant Groos, Maintenance Supervisor.  Those present for all or some of the meeting: Dave Burtwitz from Clark Engineering, Chris Graff from Power Systems Engineering, Billy Stitz from Colman A’s, Terry Albers from Moody County Emergency Management, Bev Jenner, Cathy Smallfield, Troy Smallfield, Pat Entringer, Roger Broghammer, Brad Schroeder, and Bernadette Schroeder.

Ballfield Concession Stand Bids for the 2014 season were opened. Pat Entringer – $212.00, Alan Moore, Sr. - $75.00.  Bid would be awarded later in the meeting.
Minutes from March 10th regular meeting and March 18th equalization meeting were presented.  Motion by Uhing and seconded by Voelker to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

Dave Burwitz from Clark Engineering was present to discuss the Water/Sewer Project.  Phase II bids will be opened on Thursday, April 17th, at 11:00 am, with the project being awarded at April 21st with a special meeting.  The water tower for Phase III was discussed with talk on what to paint on the new tower and its size.  Bids plan to go out this fall, so parts of the tower will be constructed this winter, with it being built in 2015.  The new water tower will hold 100,000 gallons of water, compared to the current 50,000 gallons the old water tower holds.  As for the end of Phase 1, the new roads will be paved, the ditches reshaped and grass seeded with a completion date of June 30th.
Resolution #329-14, a resolution to modify the revenue obligation loan agreement executed by the city on January 28, 2013 in connection with borrowing by the City of Colman, SD from the SD State Revolving Fund Loan Program, was presented..  Motion by May and seconded by Uhing adopt the resolution as presented.  Motion carried.

Chris Graff from Power Systems Engineering was present to discuss the electrical facility study.  The system is fairly good shape, with some problems in age and division of the loads on circuits in town, particularly on the north side of town.  Projects to keep in mind, include updating/replacing and burying lines in town.  These projects should be projected to be done in the next ten years. This study was done as it’s a requirement for grant opportunities for future projects.
Terry Albers from the Moody County Emergency Management was present to discuss a pre-mitigation grant application process from FEMA that the city is looking into for burying overhead electrical lines in town.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Thompson to have First District and PSE start the pre-mitigation grant application process for burying and updating overhead electrical lines.  Motion carried.

Billy Stitz from the Colman A’s was present to discuss the updates to the Field of Dreams.  The bid from the Colman Building Center is in for the crow’s nest with the plan to have it built by the weekend of April 25th.  Updates on the field itself (dragging, grass, fertilizing, scoreboard, etc.) were also discussed.  The first official home game for the A’s will be May 18th.  Stitz also talked about possibly getting a liquor license for the district games in July.  
The Ballfield Concession Stand Bid for the 2014 season was discussed.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Uhing to approve Pat Entringer’s bid of $212 for the ballfield concession for the 2014 season.  Motion carried.
The potential LED sign was discussed.  Heartland is willing to grant the city $2,000 toward the sign.  The estimate on the sign cost was $21,500 plus landscaping.  Due to the school not approving to go in on paying half the costs for the sign, the item has been tabled.

Grant Groos has some surplus property that he would like to surplus.  Items include: salt spreader, numerous metal light poles, and the old scoreboard from the Field of Dreams.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Voelker to declare the salt spreader, the light poles, and scoreboard surplus.  Motion carried.

The Moody County sheriff contract for 2015 was discussed.  A motion was made by May and seconded by Voelker to approve the 2015 county law enforcement contract as presented.  Motion carried.
Financial report for March was presented.  A motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Thompson to approve the financial report as presented.  Motion carried.

Bill list was presented.  A motion was made by Voelker and seconded by Doyle to approve the bill list as presented.  Motion carried.
