Public hearing was held to discuss the malt beverage licenses for Greg’s Place, the Norseman, and 34 Stop.  The state said that beginning July 1st, 2018 that the malt beverage licenses have changed and the new RB (on-off sale malt beverage and off sale SD farm wine) is now a broadened license and that the BW (on-off sale malt beverage), PB (off sale malt beverage), and PF (off sale malt beverage and off sale SD farm wine) licenses have been repealed.  The state said all current licenses need to be put under the new RB license.  Motion was made by Uhing and seconded by Elhoff to approve the malt beverage licenses for Greg’s Place, the Norseman, and 34 Stop under the new RB license.  Motion carried.
Ordinance #352-18, Culvert Drainage, was read for the first time.  Ordinance is in regards to culverts being blocked by hoses, pipe, and other objects.
